The Hang Seng University of Hong Kong (HSUHK) is a non-
profit private liberal-arts-oriented university. The roots of
HSUHK reach back to 1980 when the Hang Seng School of
Commerce (HSSC) was established, with funding from the
S H Ho Foundation, the Ho Tim Charitable Foundation, Dah
Chong Hong Limited, several Hang Seng Bank founding
directors, and Hang Seng Bank Limited.
