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As an international trade and financial centre, the business
community and the general public in Hong Kong rely on
accurate business and financial news as well as in-depth

analyses to make sound business and investment decisions.

The Business Journalism Awards of The Hang Seng
University of Hong Kong (HSUHK), established in 2017 by
the School of Communication of HSUHK, is the first of its
kind initiated by a tertiary institution in Hong Kong to
recognise the contributions of professional journalists who
have produced outstanding reporting in business, economic

and financial issues.

Thanks to the enthusiastic participation of the media and

the generous support from judges from different
professional sectors, the Business Journalism Awards has
become increasingly influential. We wish the Awards could
further foster the development and professionalism of
business news reporting, making greater contribution for a

better society in Hong Kong.

Our team of
teachers and scholars strives to cultivate a learning environment with close
student-teacher relationships and nurture the language skills, analytical skills,
and the creative and critical thinking of our students. The School also offers a
wide variety of local and overseas internship opportunities, student exchange
programmes and field trips in order to broaden students’ international
perspective and enrich their practice experience. It is our sincere hope that our
graduates will maintain the spirit of life-long learning and become outstanding
professionals and leaders in society.
